Well fortunately back in November at the last England Region meeting, snow
had not yet descended on us so travelling to Felden was not a problem.

The involvement of young people in the decision making processe s has been
an aim for some time and with the formation of the Young Peoples Group, as
part of the regional set up, a good start has been made. This meeting saw a
further step forward with Ashley Lampard being elected as Vice Chair of the
England Region Committee.

Quite often with committees and steering groups, those people not involved
with these quite rightly ask, what do they get up to and are they doing any
good? This theme formed the subject of a discussion, in groups, of how we
could be more effective forour region and, in my case, our District. The West of
England is fortunate in having an active District Executive and an organised
programme of events — this is not the case for a number of others, so they
have even less opportunity to feed back information via their regional
representative.

One of the main issues raised was how best can Companies, or even individual
staff in the Districts forward concems or suggestions to Headquarters in an
effective way. Our District Executive only involves a minority of the Companies
we have and | suspect that our Battalion meetings don’t always have
representatives from all their Companies. Going still further, how many
Captains discuss BB issues with their staff, other than the day to day aspects
of weekly meetings, so how do Company staff put forward their concems or
ideas?

Totry and open a communication channel for ALL Companies AND Staffin the
District, | will be emailing everyone, who there are contact details for, to seek
their views and ideas to feed back to future Regional meetings — this may well
indude a short questionnaire. Your help with this would be greatly appreciated.
It's a bit like voting really — if you don't take part, you can't ever influence
anything or get your voice heard! (my contact details are listed below).

The Battalion action plans produced in the region had served as a focus for
some, but had not been acted upon, or even seen by others. At the next
meeting we will be discussing howthe bestideas and plans can be shared with
everyone, so please feel free to email me yours.

Development, as you will have read in the last Gazette, is seeing some very
positive strides forward, with the various workers around the country making
good progress in highlighting BB as an excellent organisation for Churches to
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use in their youth work. The number of NEW Companies formed last session
was 26, more than the previous 3 years put together! Unfortunately we cannot
all benefit from the work being done — there just aren’t enough hours in the day
or resource to achieve thatand if it doesn’t benefit us directly then we may ask
what good are they doing? If we look back just 2 years ago, there were no full
time regional development workers, so surely the advances made and the
publicity and interested generated by those filling the roles now, will benefitthe
Brigade as a whole and ultimately that benefits us all. 8 additional Companies
have been formed since the last meeting and 17 further Churches are at
various stages in the formation of a Company — GREAT NEWS!

Following on from the first Engage a Generation Conference in Haydock further
events have provisionally been arranged for March in London, Apiil in the West
Midlands and June in the North of England. Yorkshire held an event in
November— reports will follow.

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It was greatly saddening to hear recently of the death of Bob Genge, Captain of
the 1lst Street, then to read a most thoughtful tribute to him in the October
edition of BB West. It wastragic to note the resultant closure of the Compan}:
for want of a successor to Bob Thisis all the more poignant as February 24
last year marked the 50" anniversary of the enmlment of the Company. It
wasn't marked of course because both Bob and Sue Genge were ill and
therefore there was no one to organise any celebration.

The Company started up in the preceding September of 1958, prompted by the
then Minister for the Leigh Road Methodist Church, the Rev. Walter Hiscocks,
and staffed by five would-be officers — Peter Andrews, John Edwards, Derrick
Hayes, Ken Hewish and Ken White. A residential weekend Training Course
was held at the Church to ensure that the Company got off to a sound footing.
Led by District President W.S. Adams and FHeld Officer Elic Chapman, it was
attended by Officers from Bridgwater, Weston super Mare & Yeovil and the
newly formed Tewkesbury Company under their fine Captain, Colin Durrant.
Church members responded enthusiastically to the proposed BB Company by
offering hospitality to visiting officers, a move that cemented Company/Church
relationships from the outset.

The Opening Night saw 12 Boys enrolled, of whom one became a BB Officer
with 3™ Bridgwater, Tony Daniells, and one, Lloyd Hughes, was to become
Chaiman of the Local Authoiity for the town.

1% Street had its glory days, notably through the excellence of its Bands under
the inspiration of Derrick Hayes and the careful guidance of Ken White, with TV
appearances and the honour of being Guest Band at the London District
Annual Display at the Royal Albert Hall. However, as a true BB Company, it
found its greatness under the leadership of the late Geoff Fox, when as an all-
round unit across all aspects of BB work, it was probably the best in the
Somerset Battalion.

It is a tragedy that the Company should lose two gifted Captainsin the space of
four years, but its demise is something more than unfortunate. The Company
served the youth of Street for 50 years and nurtured many Boys to full
manhood. Yet none were able to support Bob in his leadership or to offer
themselves for leadership in sustaining the work of the Company for future
generations of boyhood in Street and towards the furtherance of the BB Object.

well.
The new boilers have been installed
which has helped with cutting down the
danger due to frozen pipes in these
extreme conditions. They have also cut
the cost of heating to the groups who

use Broadleas which isgood news.

There is always work continuing to keep the site maintained, and upgrades of

areas happening all the time. The latest is a proposal for more boardwalks

between the football field and the main field and along side the Tumer Hall, and

for decking outside the swimming pool area.

The new leaflet is now complete and has gone to print so will be available very

soon. It will also be available on the web site to download in PDF format The

next project is to do a pack for all those booking the site with the guidelines,

and information on activities, shops and general useful info about the area.
